成人骨性Ⅱ类1分类患者侧貌美学评价指标及其影响因素的研究进展 
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[摘要]骨性Ⅱ类1分类错牙合畸形不仅影响患者的咬合及咀嚼功能，而且严重影响患者的外貌甚至其心理健康，寻求侧貌的改 善往往是患者就诊的主要动机。临床上对患者治疗前后的侧貌进行主客观评价分析，可帮助明确患者的诊疗意图和治疗后侧 貌的变化。侧貌的美学分析结果常因主客观评价方法的不同及评价者的教育背景、地域、种族、年龄等影响而存在差异，因 此，需了解不同主客观评价方法的优缺点及不同人群的审美差异，以在进行此类错牙合畸形矫治时指导临床，预测矫治的侧貌 美学效果，有利于医患沟通，降低医疗风险及减少医患纠纷。 [关键词]骨性Ⅱ类1分类；正畸矫治；成人；侧貌评价；影响因素 
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Research Progress on Aesthetic Evaluation Indicators and Infl uencing Factors of Profi le in Adult Skeletal Class Ⅱ Division 1 Patients 
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Abstract: Skeletal Class Ⅱ division 1 malocclusion is a common clinical malocclusion that not only aff ects the patient's bite and chewing function, but also seriously aff ects the patient's appearance and even their mental health. Seeking improvement in profile is often the main motivation for patients to seek medical attention. In clinical practice, subjective and objective evaluation and analysis of the patient's profi le before and after treatment can help clarify the patient's diagnosis and treatment intention and the changes in the patient's profi le after treatment. The results of aesthetic analysis of profi le are often diff erent due to the diff erent subjective and objective evaluation methods and the infl uence of the evaluators' educational background, region, race and age. Therefore, understanding the advantages and disadvantages of diff erent subjective and objective evaluation methods and the aesthetic diff erences of diff erent populations can guide clinical practice in the treatment of such malocclusion, predict the aesthetic effect of profile correction, facilitate doctor-patient communication, reduce medical risks, and reduce doctor-patient disputes. 
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
